SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of swelling of feet for last three to four weeks. At his last visit, we had advised him to go back to Dr. Cepero for repeat biopsy. His first biopsy was inadequate. The patient was seen by Dr. Cepero and he had cervical lymph node biopsy in the office and now the diagnosis is B-cell lymphoma. Dr. Cepero’s office he is going to refer him to oncologist.

PLAN: Lasix 20 mg daily was ordered for swelling of legs. Swelling of legs could be from lymphadenopathy in the abdomen and pelvis and we ordered a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis and we are going to get approval from the insurance. The patient has a rash in the right gluteal area and we ordered a Lotrisone cream apply locally twice a day. His blood sugar was 157 at home. The patient has decreased dose of insulin. Blood test will be done at next visit. He will follow up with Texas Oncology if he does not get appointment he will call Dr. Cepero’s office or he will call us.
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
