PATIENT NAME: Harless, Carla

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/26/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted initially at ORMC from August 29, 2022 to August 30, 2022 with pain in the left arm. Subsequently, she had outpatient cardiac catheterization as her nuclear stress test was abnormal. Cardiac catheterization done at ORMC on September 15, 2022 by Dr. Agusala showed 30% to 40% luminal narrowing in proximal to mid portion of right coronary artery and medical therapy was recommended. The patient is not smoking now since her last office visit. She is using nicotine patches and she is now on 7 mg patch.

PLAN: The patient dose of levothyroxine was changed recently at ORMC. She is currently on levothyroxine 88 mcg daily and she will come for free T4 and TSH tomorrow. She has taken levothyroxine for about four weeks now. Dose of rosuvastatin will be increased to rosuvastatin 20 mg daily because patient has now coronary artery disease and high dose statin therapy is recommended for coronary artery disease.
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
