The patient stated that he was seen in the emergency room and diagnosed with urinary retention, prostatitis, and dysuria. He stated he was treated with some antibiotics and sent home. He states he is doing much better and today he is here for followup with no new complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative. Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, the change is he received medication from the ER of Cipro. Otherwise, no other significant changes.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 139/88.

Pulse 81.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.4.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nondistended. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Cystitis (improved).

2. Urinary retention, improved.

3. Prostatitis, improved.

4. Dysuria, also improved.

PLAN: The patient’s charts reviewed from the ER. He states that he is doing much better. His CBC and CMP were normal. He was advised to continue his Cipro and Flomax, to come back to the clinic if he is out of his medication or if he has any other medical issues. He was advised to follow up as needed, to continue antibiotics and Flomax which he received as prescribed.
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
