This is a 77-year-old woman who has been evaluated for home health with very dependent functional mobility. The patient is bed bound. The patient needs help with all care. She has suffered a motor vehicle accident seven years ago which resulted in spinal cord damage and subsequent fusion of her spine. She has had devastating spasticity throughout the lower extremities and impaired condition and speech.
The patient recently was hospitalized with COVID between July and September 2022. The patient was intubated. The patient developed pressure ulcers along the spine in the lower back and has been addressed by the nurse and has dressing in place. The patient needs to be readmitted to home health for further care.
The patient has no fever. No sign of sepsis.

The patient has very limited functional activity due to her physical impairment that was mentioned above. She is at a high risk of fall. The patient has returned to the prior level of function. It is going to be a long battle in the future. The patient definitely requires physical therapy intervention along with OT to improve safety and functional skills including transfers. The patient also needs muscle strengthening, offloading techniques to prevent pressure injuries as well as helping with cardiovascular endurance. The patient’s prognosis remains grave. The patient is going to be readmitted to home health for wound care as well as PT/OT. Her other issues include protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle wasting, contractures of upper and lower extremity, history of parkinsonism, anxiety, history of bipolar disorder, constipation, minimal appetite, and overall prognosis is going to be poor without any intervention. Hence, the reason for involvement of PT/OT at this time. The patient will be admitted to home health at this time for further care and evaluation as was delineated above.
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
