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1. SJ, 14-year-old with sore throat. VSS. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral syndrome. Sent home. Mother was happy with the care.
2. KW, 2-year-old with cough, congestion, and earache. Positive strep. Treated with Amoxil. Mother was happy with the care.

3. NP, 38-year-old. Vitals stable. Possible seizure. Good workup including tox screen, cardiac workup, CT of the head, COVID test, and urinalysis; all negative. Vitals stable. Sent home with no medication, to follow up, the patient did not answer the phone.

4. AJ, 25-year-old with sore throat. Diagnosed with positive strep. Positive flu. Sent home with azithromycin, but no Tamiflu; no reason why, the patient is still sick, but did not have any fever in the emergency room that may be why, but she was happy with the care received. Vital signs were stable.
5. AB, 68-year-old male comes in with lower abdominal pain and frequent urination. Urinalysis done shows UTI, treated with Toradol in the ER and Cipro in the ER, but no prescription for outpatient basis. I have left two messages for the patient to make sure he did get a prescription. I am waiting for him to call me back. No blood work was done despite the fact that he is 68 years old.
6. AD, 30-day-old baby with rapid breathing. Before workup could be started, the family left and did not answer the phone as why.

7. DS, 57-year-old with burning with urination. Blood pressure was elevated at first, came down at the time of discharge. Diagnosed with UTI. Treated with Cipro and Flomax. No blood work was done, no imaging tests were done, only urinalysis. The patient did not answer the phone.

8. CL, 35-year-old male with abdominal pain, had lab work and CT scan. Diagnosed with a 2 mm renal stone, mild hydronephrosis. Treated with Flomax and Cipro. Doing better today. He was happy with the care.
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9. TF, 23-year-old male with possible foreign objects in the right foot, none was found. He had a puncture wound about a month ago. He still feels fullness in the foot. X-ray was negative. No antibiotic was offered. No workup or follow up scheduled. The patient did not answer the phone. I left a message for the patient.

10. DL, 19-year-old female with foot injury. X-rays negative. Diagnosed with contusion, doing well. Liked the hospital and the physician.

11. SM, 73-year-old with arm injury. Diagnosed with contusion. Negative x-rays. Doing better. Liked the doctor.

12. AM, 16-year-old with vaginitis. Urinalysis shows blood. Urine pregnancy test was not done. Treated with Cleocin and clindamycin. Still having lot of symptoms when I called the patient today, but was happy with the care received.

13. RR, 70-year-old comes in with a laceration to right little finger, closed. Tdap was given. No antibiotic was given in the ER or at home. The patient did not answer the phone.

14. JD, 15-year-old with penile discharge. Dr. Wagner decided to treat the patient with Rocephin and azithromycin, but the Rocephin was given 1 g instead of 250 mg and azithromycin 500 mg instead of 1 g. No chlamydia was sent. The patient was treated empirically. He did not answer the phone.

15. TW, 22-year-old with sore throat. Temperature was 99.4. Flu B was positive. Strep was positive. Treated with azithromycin and Tamiflu, feeling 50% better today and liked the doctor. No complaints about the visit.
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
