PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: On exam, we find a 41-year-old woman, withdrawn, but awake, can give me somewhat of a good history, but she is again withdrawn and does not like to look at me or speak to me directly.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure is 130/90, pulse 92, respirations 18 and afebrile.

HEART: Positive S1 and S2.
