He does have history of COPD. He uses nebulizer treatments. He has a scooter that moves around. He has severe bilateral knee pain related to DJD. He is scheduled for knee surgery sometime later this fall.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Splenectomy in 1982.
MEDICATIONS: Include Lipitor, Norvasc, Mobic, Trelegy inhaler, metoprolol, Flomax, and Protonix. The patient currently is not using oxygen because it was taken away from him by the previous home health people.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID VACCINATION: Has not had any COVID vaccination.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of a train accident. Mother died of cancer. Sister with cancer. Brother with cancer; he does not know what kind.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has no children. He does smoke. He does not drink on regular basis. He lives alone. He is a welder and restaurant manager.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Mr. Thames is alert and awake. He is able to ambulate some, but uses a scooter to move around.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/88, pulse 88, respirations 18, afebrile.
NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Rhonchi, rales and shallow breath sounds.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: Lower extremity shows no edema.

ASSESSMENT
1. Here, we have a 68-year-old gentleman with history of COPD. The patient needs to have his O2 saturation taken both at rest and with activity.
2. We will refer the patient back to his home health regarding possible oxygen therapy.

3. He is looking forward to his knee surgery coming up this fall.
4. Status post splenectomy. He tells me he has had all the vaccines that he needs to have after splenectomy.
5. Hypertension controlled.

6. BPH.

7. Gastroesophageal reflux.

8. Continue with current medications and refer back to his primary care physician regarding oxygen needs.
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
