CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of eruption on the face for the past several days, non-pruritic. Mother has been using various lotions including butt paste to try to help it to heal without clearing, with a complaint of sore throat for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed pharynx. Neck: 2+ adenopathy without tenderness. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Skin: Faint morbilliform rash present on trunk and extremities and at the left chin and face without evidence of cellulitis or impetigo. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skeletal: Within normal limits other than the present illness.
Strep test performed in office was positive.

IMPRESSION: Strep pharyngitis, facial folliculitis and mild scarlet fever.

PLAN: The patient was given prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days. Advised to use Lubriderm on the face with moist warm compresses. Follow up in a few days as needed and with his PCP for routine care.
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
