CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of throbbing type headaches for the past few days with questionable vertigo and ringing, unable to hear for a few seconds today. Describes cephalic headache at present without photophobia, nausea or vomiting.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without abnormalities. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
DIAGNOSIS: Vascular headache.
PLAN: The patient was given Toradol 30 mg IM with relief of headache. Advised to follow up and to see PCP with headache precautions and to go to ER for further evaluation as needed.
