CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents for refill of medications.

He states he was told he had elevated cholesterol in the past, he was put on atorvastatin, but stopped after two weeks because of myalgia, history of slightly increased creatinine seemed by nephrologist, told stable without evidence of prediabetes on last lab work. He had replacement of right knee about a year ago and also history of obesity.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension, hypothyroidism, hypogonadism, and arthritis.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Multiple medications, to see chart. He states he has been given Lasix in the past to take for dependent edema 40 mg one or two a day with supplemental potassium.

FAMILY/SOCIAL HISTORY: He has a machine shop, still working. He states that he has had cardiac evaluation for preoperative procedures in the past.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Without CVA tenderness. Skin: Without lesions. Extremities: 2+ dependent edema. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Elevated creatinine.

PLAN: Medications were refilled. The patient to follow up in three months for repeat labs. Advised to get EKG at that time. Consider additional cardiac evaluation in the future, concerned about morbid obesity. The patient is still working. Advised to monitor weight.
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
