The patient was seen via Doxy.me. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Klein missed his appointment this morning; therefore, he sent information to the office for this appointment. Mr. Klein described that he still feeling sometimes depressed and sad and trouble in sleep, but showing improvement a lot in his focus and concentration. He described the medication has been helping him. He denies any suicidal thoughts or any symptoms of hallucination and delusion. Beside taking these two medications, he is also taking Suboxone for his opioid use although he denies that he is not using any alcohol or drugs. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. Attention span was improved. Immediate memory was fair. Recall was fair. Judgment and insight seems to be improving. I further explained the role of the medication that his Wellbutrin was given not only to control his depression, sometime anxiety, but also help in focus and Adderall is basically to improve his attention span symptoms. He described he is showing improvement and since he is showing limited response of depression, therefore, I explained him that I am going to increase Wellbutrin XL to 300 mg daily and Adderall doses will be increased to Adderall XR 20 mg daily. I further explained the risk, benefit, and side effect. He has consented for the treatment and he is feeling happy about the improvement and wanted to be seen in next four weeks.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder chronic, attention deficit disorder, and history of substance abuse before, but currently he is not on opioid. He is on Suboxone.

PLAN: We will give him Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily and increase the dose of Adderall XR to 20 mg daily. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days. The patient agreed with the plan.
