SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Julie described that since a new medication was started, she is feeling much better. She sleeps very good even until the morning. She has been recovered from the death of her mother. Currently, she is working in a doctor office at the front desk. She described she was happy, pleasant, coherent, and cooperative. Denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. She looks very calm, cooperative and happy with the current treatment. I further explained the risk, benefit and side effect of Zyprexa 5 mg at bedtime and Prozac 40 mg daily. She likes to continue with the current prescription and she believes that medication is working and she is happy with the current treatment. There was no side effect noted. There was no suicidal or homicidal thought. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. Judgment and insight is good.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, making improvement.

PLAN: Continue on Prozac 40 mg daily and Zyprexa 5 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
