NEUROLOGICAL REPORT

CLINICAL INDICATION:

History of single nocturnal seizure.

Clinical concerns for risk for further seizures – seizure disorder.

Dear Dr.  Corona & Professional Colleagues:

Thank you for referring Josue Wargus for neurological evaluation.
Josue reports that he has never had a seizure before.

He reports that he had a fairly hard party consuming alcohol follow the next day by “fishing” and then that evening sleeping with his girlfriend.

He has no recollection of his seizure, but his girlfriend reported that he had a generalized convulsion “all in the sack”.
He reports not feeling particularly ill afterwards.
He denies having headaches.
He denies having history of dyssomnia.
He denied any remote history of head injury or similar family history.
His clinical neurological examination is normal.
He is a young intelligent, pleasant, oriented young man who is demonstrating no distress with preserved immediate, recent and remote memories and no unusual ideation.
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He does report that infrequently he does smoke pot but on the other hand he was not using marijuana before this episode occurred.

I counseled him as to marijuana related risks in lowering the seizure threshold.
DIAGNOSTIC IMPRESSION:
Single seizure in exceptional medical circumstances – etiology uncertain.

Initial evaluation including CT imaging normal.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

We will schedule him for diagnostic electroencephalogram and I will see him for followup rehabilitation.
I have counseled him to take a general vitamin on a regular daily basis, which he already does take Centrum Silver.
I have counseled him to avoid unusually strenuous or hazardous activity until we have completed his epilepsy evaluation.
He will return for followup with the results of his electroencephalogram and with his driver’s papers for consideration of return of driving privileges.
I will send a followup report then.
