Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a followup for Mr. Loomis who has advanced renal failure stage IV to V, recent C. diff colitis positive treated with antibiotics back to normal.  We offer an in-person visit, he declined, we did it on the phone.  With all the diarrhea he lost 10 pounds but already recovered 7.  Good appetite, able to eat.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Right now no diarrhea or bleeding.  Good urine output.  Minor edema.  No claudication symptoms.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  He has an AV fistula on the left-sided, surgery complicated with numbness and feeling cold.  He plays the guitar with that side and he has been affected.  He has prostate cancer, a spacer needs to be placed to protect his rectum and after that to start radiation treatment Dr. Firemen, they are going to do 27 treatments.  They were talking about MRI with contrast, but the patient understands the risk of sclerosing abnormalities because of advanced renal failure.  Other review of system is negative.
Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  On Demadex, bicarbonate replacement, blood pressure clonidine, Coreg, and amlodipine, off the phosphorus binders and off the Rocaltrol.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure at home 135/67, weight 247.  He is able to speak in full sentences without any problems.  No respiratory distress.  No expressive aphasia.
Laboratory Data:  Chemistries - creatinine was running in the upper 4s, now is down to 3.7 for a GFR of 16, potassium of 5.2.  Normal sodium, well controlled metabolic acidosis, low albumin, corrected calcium normal to low, phosphorus normal and anemia 10.9.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Acute on chronic renal failure likely related to C. diff colitis which is resolved.

2. CKD stage IV.  No indication for dialysis.
3. Left-sided AV fistula with some compromise of numbness and feeling cold, but no weakness affecting his lifestyle he plays guitar.

4. Hyperkalemia.  We discussed about restricting diet.
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5. Metabolic acidosis, continue replacement.

6. Anemia, EPO for hemoglobin less than 10.

7. Presently phosphorus well controlled off binders.

8. Blood pressure well controlled.

9. Prostate cancer as indicated above, no MRI IV contrast advised from complications of sclerosing, monthly blood test.  Come back on the next two months.

All of the above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided and questions answered to the patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
