PATIENT NAME: Salvatierra, Dagobertos

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/27/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today for his routine three months followup. He complains of swelling of the face for last two weeks. He also had cramps in the hands few weeks ago and we had referred him to Dr. Abijay but he wants to cancel appointment because his cramps in the hands have improved. He had called us at that time. The patient complains of fluid under the eyes.

PLAN: The patient has swelling of the face and also prominence of jugular veins suggestive of superior vena cava syndrome. The patient will be sent to Medical Center Hospital for chest x-ray and CT scan of the chest, which is schedule at 9:30 a.m. tomorrow on September 28, 2022. The patient will be seen again in one week. Lasix 20 mg daily was started for the swelling of the face. CBC and CMP were done today.
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
