PATIENT NAME: Dickman, Victoria

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/27/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was admitted at Medical Center Hospital from July 18, 2022 to July 19, 2022 and during that admission patient had right total knee arthroplasty under spinal anesthesia. The patient tolerated inpatient physical therapy and she was discharged home. She was admitted again at Medical Center Hospital from September 7, 2022 to September 9, 2022 for ankle fracture and patella fracture following fall. The patient underwent open reduction and internal fixation of right ankle and open reduction and internal fixation of right patella under spinal anesthesia. She was discharged to Medicine Resort Skilled Nursing Facility on September 9, 2022 and she was discharged from there on September 22, 2022. The patient is going to get physical therapy at home by Accent Care. The patient is in the wheelchair. She is not able to do weightbearing yet.

PLAN: The patient advised to take calcium 600 plus D1 tablet twice a day. The patient is also advised to have a screening mammogram and DEXA bone density done. If DEXA bone density shows osteoporosis she will be started on Fosamax. She will be seen again in two months. She is not taking duloxetine at present. She will continue phentermine and Topamax for weight loss and she will call us when she needs refill of phentermine. Some of her medications were ordered through Humana Pharmacy. She is now on Eliquis to prevent deep vein thrombosis.
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
