MEDICAL INFORMATION AVAILABLE FOR REVIEW: Medical records from Women’s Hospital at Doctors Hospital at Renaissance dated 11/13/2021.

INFORMANT: Mother Georgina Villarreal and father Robert Rodriguez.

IDENTIFYING INFORMATION: This is a 10½-month-old female who presented with her parents to my office for a disability evaluation to evaluate the allegation of achondroplasia. The claimant’s mother Georgina Villarreal is informant and she is a stay-home mother. At the present time, the father is not working and they live in the house of the mother’s parents. At the present time, the claimant is not receiving disability benefits. She is only 10½-month-old at this time and is not even a year of age at this time; however, she is receiving treatment of physical therapy and multiple followups with specialists at this time.

ALLEGATION: Achondroplasia.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ALLEGATION:

ACHONDROPLASIA: The mother states that at birth the baby was born with achondroplasia and multiple x-rays have been performed as well as genetic testing to confirm the diagnosis. The mother denies any fractures, surgeries, or injections given for the condition. There is an MRI pending of the neck secondary to the claimant having some difficulty with ranges of motion. The claimant does not complain of swelling, warmth, pain or stiffness, increased pain with cold and damp weather or pain that she feels in the morning or afternoon. Her limitations include being able to use her upper extremities. She does not walk or crawl at this time and cannot stand on her own. She is unable to squat or bend over. She appears to be right-handed dominant and is able to use her hand although she does not write and cannot drink from a cup at this time.
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She does eat finger foods and she appears to be mentally at her age group. She has received approximately four months of therapy as well as aquatic and physical therapy, which consist of two sessions every week. She has no assistive devices and is being evaluated for possible respiratory difficulty. Her physician at this time is Dr. Jennifer Saenz. It was noted at this visit that her respiratory rate was elevated and she does have a history of respiratory distress at the time that she was born.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The mother denies the claimant having headaches, dizziness, visual problems, hearing problems, shakiness, clumsiness, vomiting, loose stools, hard stools, soiling, bedwetting/day wetting, muscle weakness, abnormal posture, poor appetite, rash or any other symptoms not appropriate for her age. She does have muscle weakness, abnormal posture and she is still in diaper secondary to her age.

ACTIVITIES OF DAILY LIVING: The claimant is cared for by the mother. She is very loving and she smiles a lot. She tries to communicate by saying “da da” and she does communicate with the mother when she wants something. She is still not verbally communicating with complete words or sentences, but she is a very friendly child and she did wave to me when she came in to the room. The mother cares for her at home and she is only 10½-month-old baby being cared for with routine care of a baby that age which consists of feeding, bathing and changing her diapers and clothes. She does try to play with her and she is responsive to that.

DEVELOPMENTAL MILESTONES:  The child was an easy to care for infant from 0-18 months. The claimant because of her age and her condition does not sit alone without support, does not crawl, does not walk without support, has not said her first sentences, but is saying her first words, does not self-dress without help, is not bladder trained during the day or during the night or bowel trained at this time which is normal for 10½-month-old baby. During the first three years of life, the child enjoyed being held. The patient states that she did not cry frequently. She does not have temper tantrums or extreme mood changes. She was not afraid of new faces or places. She was somewhat distractible, but was responsive to discipline. She was not destructive or engage in any kind of self-hurting or injuring behavior. She does not explode the surrounding environment secondary to her age and her condition, but she is active and moving her hands. She is predictable in terms of sleep and waking patterns.

BIRTH HISTORY: The informant, the mother states that when she was born there were no problems. She was born at Doctors Hospital at Renaissance Women’s Hospital. The parents state that the baby was a C-section and that one baby was born and that the baby was not blue at birth or jaundiced and was not given oxygen at the time of birth. They do not know whether the baby was placed in an incubator, but more likely than not she was and the baby did have fluid in her lungs at the time of birth. The baby weighed 6 pounds 15 ounces and was 18 inches long. The mother was in the hospital for two days and the baby stayed in the hospital for 12 hours in neonatal ICU.
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PAST HISTORY: The claimant has been evaluated for achondroplasia and has been given multiple sessions of physical therapy as well as aquatic therapy for her condition. She is being evaluated at this time for possible respiratory difficulty and cervical problems although she is able to breathe and move her legs. She does not appear to be in respiratory distress and she was diagnosed at birth with achondroplasia.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The parents deny any history of tobacco use, there are some family members who drink socially. There is nobody in the family with delirium tremens or seizure disorder and the parents say that the baby has not had any seizures. SUBSTANCE ABUSE: There is nobody in the family that uses marijuana, cocaine, crack, heroin, or any IV drug abuse. There is nobody in the family with hepatitis, HIV or any sexually transmitted diseases. The parents appear to have a good relationship, they are not married and they live with the mother’s parents at this time. The husband is starting a new business with pressure cleaning and they appeared to be a very happy family.

FAMILY HISTORY: The father is 27 and has no history of any genetic abnormalities. The mother is also 27 and has no medical problems. Grandparents do have hypertension and diabetes and they do have an aunt with a seizure disorder.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION

GROWTH CHART: The claimant weighed 19 pounds 0.4 ounces and appears to be at the 54th percentile for her age and weight.  She was 2 feet and 0.8 inches and appears to be below the 1st percentile for her age and weight. The head circumference was 19.29 inches and she appears to be greater than the 99th percentile for her age. BMI was 21.74, which is greater than the 99th percentile at this time. The claimant did appear to have a large head.

BP: 98/67 mmHg
HR: 139 bpm; she was a little bit fussy when we were trying to get her vital signs.
RR: 44/min secondary to being a little bit agitated. Head circumference 49 cm.

GENERAL: The claimant is a 10½-month-old female who appears to be well-nourished and well-developed female, in no acute distress. She was a little fussy when we were taking the vital signs, which is expected.

HEENT: Pupils were equal and reactive to light. Oral mucosa was moist and no pharyngeal erythema or edema was noted.
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NECK: The neck appeared to be supple, but somewhat short and no thyromegaly or mass was appreciated.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

CARDIAC: Normal S1 and S2 without murmurs, rubs, or gallops.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended, nontender. No hepatosplenomegaly noted.

BACK: No palpable deformities or tenderness of the cervical, thoracic, and lumbar spine.

EXTREMITIES: Without clubbing, cyanosis, or edema. The claimant does have small, short, somewhat flaccid limbs especially in the lower leg area. Her muscle tone is somewhat decreased and she appears to be somewhat chubby for her age.

SKIN: No rashes.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The claimant does have full range of motion of all joints and no evidence of any active inflammation of the upper extremities. All her extremities are somewhat short. The claimant is able to move her lower extremities, but at a lesser extent. She is unable to walk or stand at this time because of her age and possibly because of her condition.

NEUROLOGIC: Cranial Nerves II through XII were intact. Deep tendon reflexes were +2 in the triceps, biceps, brachioradialis, and patellar. Sensory examination to light touch was normal. Cerebellar function was intact. Muscle strength was 5/5 in all groups tested with no evidence of any muscular wasting. The claimant had a good fine finger control to dexterous movements.

CLINICAL ASSESSMENT: The claimant showed no evidence of any obvious vision or hearing problems. There was no facial dysmorphism, no skeletal anomalies. The claimant does appear to have a large head and she is being evaluated for possible other conditions. There was no physical evidence indicating any side effects of medication. The claimant’s heart rate and respirations were somewhat elevated which may be secondary to agitation at the time of taking the vital signs.

The claimant’s behavior and attention span was appropriate. She related to and interacts well with the examiner and her caregiver. Her affect is appropriate. Her speech, both quantity and quality is spontaneous and on imitation age appropriate. Her receptive, expressive and communicative ability was age appropriate. Her general health shows no evidence of abnormality except for achondroplasia.
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DIAGNOSIS:
ACHONDROPLASIA.
PROGNOSIS: Good. The claimant will always have problems with this condition, but can more likely than not live a normal life with some physical limitations.
