PORTER, VIDA
This is an 87-year-old woman with history of lung cancer and basal cell carcinoma of her nose and head and neck cancer that has been ongoing since 2016.

On or about June 2016, the patient noted the lesion on her nose with CT of the sinuses showing erosive bony damage and a biopsy consistent with basal cell carcinoma. Subsequently, in 2019, the patient had a PET scan done, which showed right maxillary sinus involvement, chest involvement, extensive FDG pleural changes in the left lower lobe associated with destructive changes in the left posterior 10th and the 11th ribs, which appeared to be new. Also, she has had vision loss with lots of right-sided tumor. She has puffiness to her cheek. MRI showed right ethmoid sinus involvement. The patient was started on Pem/Carbo. The patient subsequently and later in 2020, presented with abnormal right *________*.
