FOLLIS, WESLEY
This 61-year-old gentleman is now being recertified for hospice with a diagnosis of end-stage COPD. The patient also suffers from cor pulmonale, chronic dyspnea, lower extremity edema, protein-calorie malnutrition, right ventricular hypertrophy, and pulmonary hypertension. He continues to smoke, refuses to take his medication, refuses to use oxygen, which is a good thing with his smoking.
He lives with his daughter. He sleeps most of the day about 18 to 20 hours now which is definitely worsened since admission to hospice. He has a KPS score of 40%. He requires special positioning every two hours to reduce chances of developing pressure ulcers given his significant weight loss and protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting. He has had a few falls in the past. He is only bedbound now. He is no longer able to stand up or walk with the help of a walker given significant weight loss and profound weakness. He has minimal lung sounds on examination because of his end-stage COPD and definitely he is expected to live only for next few days to weeks. Hence, the patient continues to be hospice appropriate at this time.
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
