TRIBBETT, THERESA
Ms. Tribbett is a 60-year-old woman with history of ovarian cancer status post chemotherapy times three cycles followed by surgery, then three more chemotherapies with carbo and Taxol. The patient has stage IV ovarian cancer now, which has definitely increased since last year. The patient has associated neuropathy, severe pain, protein-calorie malnutrition and ascites because of her cancer and tumor burden along with lower extremity edema because of protein-calorie malnutrition. Her CA125 was last recorded at 784 with albumin of 3.5.

The patient has proteinuria, requires fentanyl patch as well as breakthrough medication to control her pain at this time. H&H is 8 and 25. The patient is no longer a candidate for transfusion of packed RBCs, albumin has now dropped to 1.7. Given her ovarian cancer with metastasis, lack of response to Doxil as well as Avastin. The patient has been placed on hospice to die in dignity at home. The patient and family have decided against any further treatment and to keep the patient as comfortable as possible. The patient is sleeping about 18-20 hours during the day. She is bedbound and no longer able to ambulate given her severe weakness. The patient has KPS score of 50%. Sometimes, responsive and sometimes she is not and requiring pain medication around the clock. The patient is expected to do poorly and is appropriate for hospice with most likely less than six months to live.
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
