MCLENDON, ROSE
Mrs. McLendon is a 76-year-old woman on hospice because of her Alzheimer. The patient is a 76-year-old with long-standing Alzheimer who has been on hospice with continuous worsening of her condition. The patient started with memory loss and decreased cognitive abilities, now she has a hard time recognizing her daughter Michelle who is a primary care giver. She is no longer oriented to person, place or time. She has increased confusion and blithering at times, requires lorazepam around the clock for agitation. She is able to tolerate soft pureed diet, but is eating very little of it. She is a high risk of aspiration and remains high risk for choking. She is definitely bedbound sleeping 20-22 hours a day. The patient is total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent and has a KPS score of 40%.
The patient continued to show decline since last visit and remains hospice appropriate and will be recertified for hospice at this time.
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
