PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 230 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 91. Blood pressure 147/77.
NECK: No JVD.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No hepatosplenomegaly.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Evaluation of the abdominal ultrasound is within normal limits except for very gassy abdomen. The patient has very gassy abdomen.

2. The patient received Zofran here in the office injection, which has had helped a lot.
3. Add liquids.

4. If not improved, must go to the emergency room to keep from getting dehydrated.

5. He also will have Zofran to help with nausea at home 8 mg.
