The patient is seen with complaints of cough, sore throat, and congestion for the past two days with negative home COVID test.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has a history of ventricular fibrillation with cardiac arrest with resuscitation and life-flight to Conroe Regional Medical Center, now with pacemaker and monitoring by cardiologist and also has history of asthma and arthritis in left shoulder and also has history of Sjögren’s syndrome.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Intermittent left shoulder pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
COVID test in the office was positive with negative strep.

IMPRESSION: COVID and also history of cardiac arrest with ventricular fibrillation.
PLAN: The patient is given injection of Rocephin, prescriptions for Medrol and Z-PAK. Follow up as needed. Continue to follow up with cardiologist for routine care and pacemaker.
