HPI: An 85-year-old with advanced unspecified dementia and BPSD in the form of care resistance is seen today after lab review. He is at baseline, a bit more cooperative with care, at times needs coaxing. He is dependent for assist in 4/6 ADLs.
DIAGNOSES: Additional diagnoses are Afib, HTN, dry eye syndrome, GERD, OAB, depression and pain management.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 09/07/2022 note.
DIET: Regular with thin liquids.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished, in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 131/74, pulse 81, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, and O2 sat 94%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is in a manual wheelchair that he propels. He has +1 pitting edema.
NEURO: Orientation x1, makes eye contact. He can sometimes voice his needs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Renal insufficiency; creatinine is 1.54, there is no comparison lab. So, we will simply monitor. He is not on diuretic.
