PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was resting, but awake and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/95, pulse 74, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, O2 sat 92% and weight 144.2 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Exam of left knee, there is no effusion. Positive crepitus. She is able to weight bear, but there is evidence of pain and she favors her right leg, which makes her unsteady and no lower extremity edema.
NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech clear, able to give information and understands questions asked.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Left knee pain. X-ray two views and that will give us an idea of the extent of OA that we are dealing with. She is given a dose of Tylenol now and we will assess whether it is of benefit; she could not remember whether it helped or not. In addition Voltaren gel will be applied to that knee q.i.d.

2. Social. POA contacted with results of x-ray and above treatment.
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
