CC: Daughter requests medication change.

HPI: A 70-year-old with advanced frontotemporal dementia with BPSD in the form of care resistance, aggression and hallucinations. The patient was started on Haldol and is currently at 0.5 mg q.d. and the Haldol has been noted by staff to have decreased, if not altogether stopped, her referencing a woman who was doing harm to her and to the people around her. It is actually 0.5 mg at 8 a.m. and 8 p.m. I did speak with daughter at length last week about the medication and then she calls again today requesting that the Haldol be decreased that she is okay with 0.25 mg, but not the 0.5 mg. I will decrease the Haldol to 0.25 mg b.i.d. and monitor for hallucinations and I am holding the 0.5 mg dose x2 weeks in the event it needs to be restarted.
