CC: 90-day note.

HPI: A 90-year-old observed sitting in front of the fireplace, he propelled himself there in his manual wheelchair. When I spoke to him, he knew who I was, he was cooperative and allowed exam. The patient has had no falls or acute medical events this quarter. Staff report that he is generally compliant with care, sleeps through the night, he remains able to feed himself, requires assist with personal care.

DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with diminished BPSD, gait instability; uses manual WC, Afib, peripheral neuropathy, HLD and anxiety, which is stable.
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg MWF, Depakote 250 mg a.m. and h.s., Prozac 10 mg q.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: PCN.
DIET: Regular with Ensure b.i.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/59, pulse 73, temperature 97.4, respirations 18.

HEENT: Male pattern baldness. Clear conjunctiva. Native dentition with moist oral mucosa.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG. PMI non-displaced.

RESPIRATORY: He has a normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear to bases and symmetric excursion without cough.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He tends to hunch over in his wheelchair, can straighten up somewhat when he propels himself. No LEE. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion. He is weight-bearing for transfers, which he tries to do on his own, but is safer with assist.
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SKIN: Warm, dry, intact with fair turgor.

NEURO: Orientation x1-2 pending the day. He speaks a few words at a time, which are clear and in context to what was asked.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Vascular dementia is stable with no clear progression at this time.
2. BPSD has near diminished, he can get a bit cranky around showering, but that is addressed with hospice care and they can pre-med him as needed.
3. HTN review. BPs indicate good control. He is due for annual lab, so CMP, CBC and TSH ordered.
