CC: 90-day note.
HPI: A 79-year-old with Alzheimer’s disease who remains verbal, makes eye contact, is able to communicate needs. She remains ambulatory getting around the unit. She has had no falls or other acute medical events. For a while, the patient was the target of another aggressive patient, fortunately that has stopped. She is reported to sleep through the night, feeds herself.
DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease moderate, DM II, HTN, HLD, and sleep disorder.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg q.8h. routine, Norvasc 10 mg q.d., Calmoseptine to bottom q. shift, duloxetine 30 mg q.d., glipizide 10 mg at lunchtime and 5 mg with breakfast and dinner, Toprol 75 mg q.d., MVI q.d., nitrofurantoin 100 mg h.s., nystatin to affected areas, olanzapine 5 mg h.s., Protonix 40 mg MWF and Voltaren gel to right knee q.i.d.
ALLERGIES: SULFA, STATINS and PCN.
DIET: Regular with NCS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished female, cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/84, pulse 90, temperature 96.2, respirations 22, oxygen saturation 98%, and weight 159.6 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Cooperates with deep inspiration. Lung fields are clear. Symmetric excursion and no cough.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.

ABDOMEN: Slightly protuberant and nontender. Hypoactive bowel sounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. She makes eye contact. Her speech is clear, can voice her needs, can give brief answers to basic questions.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. 90-day note. She had annual labs drawn just recently on 08/23/2022; CMP, TSH and CBC all WNL.
2. DM II. A1c is ordered is as quarterly lab.
