CC: 60-day note.

HPI: A 78-year-old with end-stage unspecified dementia, observed sleeping soundly in bed. Staff report that she is quiet, does not get agitated with others around her. She is not able to give information or make her needs known. She is cooperative with care and medications. She is in a manual wheelchair.
DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia, BPSD has decreased with current management medications.
MEDICATIONS: ABH gel 1/12.5/1 mg/mL was 0.25 mL b.i.d., lorazepam gel 0.5 mg b.i.d., olanzapine 2.5 mg q.12h., meloxicam 7.5 mg q.d. a.c., docusate q.d., Tylenol ER 650 mg t.i.d., Boost q.d.
ALLERGIES: EPI, LIDOCAINE, LEVO, EVISTA, LATEX, and RANITIDINE.
DIET: Regular with Boost q.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly female resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/76, pulse 76, temperature 98.0, respirations 17, O2 sat 94%.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized sarcopenia. She tends to sit hunched over in her wheelchair and has to be transported. No LEE.
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NEURO: Orientation x1. She makes fleeting eye contact can just stare into space for periods of time. Speech is nonsensical. She has difficulty with word formation, speaks less frequently.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 60-day note. No acute medical events or falls. Her last labs were February 2022. We will do a CMP for a baseline management.
