CC: Followup on BPSD.
HPI: A 76-year-old who when I saw him last on 08/16/22. I had spoken with his sons who told me that he was going to be moving as well. They were not satisfied with the personal care given and felt that he just was not getting attended to by the facility. The attempt to move to another facility initially okay and then after reading notes they denied accepting him so he remains here. The patient was doing therapy when seen and this is therapy that previously he had refused or done halfheartedly and it was discontinued with sons being upset about that. He has haircut. He is shaved, looks quite good and told him so and he smiled about that. Staff reports that the sexual comments have decreased and he has a new grandchild that was born I believe yesterday and he is very excited about that. I did not bring up behavioral issues with him today given that he was doing therapy and seemed on a good pattern. If it starts up, I will come back and see him and discussed both with him and his sons. He was not getting personal care before because of the continued inappropriate sexual comments. He made to the bath aids that it was uncomfortable and embarrassing for them so it was not done and that was after being given repeated information that it would not occur if those comments occurred. His other issues related to wanting into his sexual comments, they informed that these are not acceptable whatever facility they are looking at so either change it or be evicted with an unknown option.
DIAGNOSES: Dementia with BPSD in the form of inappropriate sexual comments which have just recently decreased, depression, HDL, hypothyroid and BPH.

MEDICATIONS: Metformin 500 mg b.i.d. a.c., Plavix q.d., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Cymbalta 60 mg q.d., Lexapro 20 mg q.d., levothyroxine 150 mcg q.d., losartan 50 mg b.i.d., oxybutynin 15 mg q.p.m., progesterone 100 mg q.d., propranolol 20 mg t.i.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., Tradjenta 5 mg q.d., D3 2000 IU q.d., B12 1000 mcg q.d., vitamin C 500 mg b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
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DIET: NCS with Ensure b.i.d.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and oriented, no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/82, pulse 65, temperature 97.1, respirations 16, O2 sat 98% and weight 187 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is seated comfortably. He has good neck and truncal stability. He shows good upper arm strength doing armband exercises and No LEE.

NEURO: He made eye contact. His speech was clear. His affect was appropriate. He appeared a bit *________* and had no comment.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. BPSD in the form of inappropriate sexual comments, has appeared to decrease. We will monitor tenuously and hope that it is an issue of the past, but would not be surprised if it recurred.
2. DM-II. Last A1c 7.27 so orders written for it to be done in time for my next visit here should he remains here.
