CC: Followup on thyroid function and hair loss.

HPI: A 73-year-old with a history of hypothyroidism on replacement therapy which is required adjustment over this past year. First she had inadequate then excessive replacement and now we were back 100 mcg q.d. She has been on this approximately two months. The patient contends that she continues with hair loss and sees that as inadequate replacement and is distressed wants something done. Also, notified me that she has a history of keratoconjunctivitis and cornea disease. She is undergoing stem cell transplant of her left eye on 10/11/22 by Dr. Metal at DMI and if that is successful then they will do a cornea transplant which will help her to restore her to some vision. She gets about voices her needs and is cooperative.
DIAGNOSES: Keratoconjunctivitis, glaucoma with legal blindness, hypothyroid with replacement therapy, RA, anxiety disorder, HTN, and seasonal allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Fosamax q. week, Os-Cal b.i.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., Flomax q.d., levothyroxine 100 mcg q.d., mesalamine 800 g q.d., Toprol 25 mg q.d., CellCept 500 mg t.i.d., MVI q.d., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., Zocor 20 mg h.s. D3 5000 IU q.d., and B12 1000 mcg q.d.
ALLERGIES: SULFA, CODEINE, and PROTONIX.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative, but seems distressed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 92/54, pulse 66, temperature 98.0, respirations 16, O2 sat 95% and weight 46 pounds.
