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TELEHEALTH VISIT

History: Ms. Hanna is a 70 plus-year-old Middle Eastern female who was seen last month. She was advised lab work. She has not had lab work done yet; today is 28th of September. I had sent her for a Cologuard test. The Cologuard test was reported as positive, hence we did this visit. The patient was given the results. She tells me more than 10 years ago, she had a colonoscopy that may have shown one small polyp that was benign. I advised the patient she needs a repeat colonoscopy. Also, then, she told me that she was concerned if any blood test would show and I told her that CEA is a good test to do. I am going to keep the lab slip in the front so that the patient can come and pick up and that way we know she did pick up the lab slip as it is already a month and she has not gone for her regular labs. So, this would be a second lab slip that she is going to pick up. The patient was given the number of gastroenterologist myself and a referral will be done to GI for possible colonoscopy and consult. The patient understands plan of treatment. From my side, I have informed her results of positive Cologuard test and the need to do colonoscopy and also, we are ordering a CEA level, which is increased if there is a doubt of colon cancer. The patient promises me she will go for blood work again. She will come and pick up the slip for CEA levels.
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
