Charles Williams was seen in the office for evaluation and followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.1 mg daily and Zocor 10 mg daily.

On this most recent visit, there were no major complaints of hypothyroidism.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 124/78, weight 207 pounds, and BMI is 27.3. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent Lab Study: TSH 1.05 and free T4 1.3, both in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism with stable thyroid balance.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Continue levothyroxine 0.1 mg daily. Followup visit in one year.
