CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of lightheadedness and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he stopped his losartan medication after that he felt lightheaded for 5-10 minutes and this never happened to him before. After that, the patient started taking losartan 25 mg once a day and since then the patient has no complaint. The patient denied any loss of consciousness, chest pain, or shortness of breath.
