CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion, mild epigastric pain, cough, and followup for lung cancer.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed nasal congestion for past several days and he has history of seasonal allergies.
The patient complained of epigastric pain and he was diagnosed with gallstones. The patient denied any nausea or vomiting.

The patient has mild cough without any sputum production and cough is mostly on laying down and also associated with nasal congestion lately. The patient’s home COVID test is negative.
The patient also came today as a followup for lung cancer and has been undergoing chemotherapy and radiation treatment.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe back pain, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for lung cancer has been seen the oncologist and he is also scheduled for radiation treatment.
The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on alfuzosin 15 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of deep venous thrombosis and he is on Xarelto 20 mg once a day.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals mild nasal congestion without any discharge and no bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Abdominal examination reveals mild epigastric tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance.
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
