DIAGNOSES: Cardiomyopathy and diastolic dysfunction.

IMPRESSION:
1. Technically poor due to lung interface and subcostal view is nondiagnostic.

2. LV ejection fraction in the 42-45% range with global LV hypokinesis.

3. Borderline dilated aortic root at 39 mm.

4. Appears to have normal valvular architecture without regurgitation, however aortic valve not well seen, but behaves trileaflet.

5. Diastolic dysfunction.

6. No effusions or masses.

7. No ASD, VSD or PFO in other views, but subcostal view is not available there by descending aorta and IVC not seen.
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
