PATIENT NAME: Jaquez, Johnny

DATE OF SERVICE: 09/28/2022

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a gout attack recently and Dr. Kadir had given him Medrol Dosepak and gout has improved. The patient used to take allopurinol in the past and he is not taking it at present.

PLAN: Blood test including uric acid level will be done today. If uric acid level is high, we will start him on allopurinol. Dr. Kadir had discontinued allopurinol for possibility of neuropathy, but patient has not noticed any change in the neuropathy. If uric acid level is not very high we will omit allopurinol. The patient gets gout attack very rarely.
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
