HISTORY: This is a 4-year-old child here for followup from the emergency room.

The patient is accompanied by mother who stated that child was seen and diagnosed with strep pharyngitis and she had some antibiotics in the ER and was advised to come for another sets of injections as part of her regimen recommended from the ER. She states child has been eating well, denies vomiting, denies diarrhea and overall the child is doing much better compared to when she was seen in the ER.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
HEENT: Normal. Throat: Erythematous and edematous tonsils, pharynx, and uvula. No exudate. Uvula is midline and mobile.

NECK: Supple. No enlarged nodes.

RESPIRATORY: No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No guarding. Abdomen is flat.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Pharyngitis.

2. Emergency room followup.

PLAN: The patient was given the recommended antibiotic, Rocephin 250 mg IM. She was observed in the clinic after for approximately 15 to 20 minutes. Mother reported no display of side effects, signs or symptoms. Child was given a lollipop, which she accepted and ate without difficulties. Mother was encouraged to come back if child gets worse, advised to increase fluids, to go to the emergency room if we are closed.
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
