HISTORY: This is a 71-year-old female here for surgical clearance.

The patient is status post burn to her right foot, has been in pain since. She states pain is approximately 6/10, increases with touch and weightbearing. She stated she spilled some hot stuff on her leg and foot while at work and is scheduled to have surgical repair.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Chronic pain.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies cigarette, alcohol, or drug use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 147/81.

Pulse is 65.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 97.8.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: Soft, nontender. Mildly distended secondary to obesity. No rebound. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds. No peritoneal signs.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

EXTREMITIES: Right lower extremity with severe burn, anterior surface. Site was covered and dressed. Her left upper extremity is in a long arm cast, but capillary refill is less than 2 seconds and sensations are normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Presurgical clearance.
2. Radial fracture.

Labs were drawn today. CBC, CMP, PTT and INR; all labs are normal. The patient’s documentation was faxed to the specialist who will be doing her surgery. EKG reveals normal sinus rhythm. Her glucose was slightly at 101. She was given the opportunities to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
