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1. JR, 13-year-old young man with asthma attack with history of asthma. The patient’s O2 sat was actually 87% on admission. The patient required full workup, IV fluids, steroids, antibiotics, treated for exacerbation of asthma and pneumonia, sent home with doxycycline and respiratory treatment. O2 sat much improved at 96%. Family states that the patient is doing well and they were happy with care received.
2. DC, 52-year-old man, traveled here from New Jersey, sat in the car for hours and hours: swollen right leg, DVT negative, diagnosed with thrombophlebitis, treated conservatively. The patient is doing well, was happy with Dr. Maedo.
3. DG, 53-year-old man with back, neck and thumb pain after an MVA. CT of the neck and head negative. X-ray of the thumb negative. Diagnosed with contusions/sprain, treated with tramadol and tizanidine. Happy with the care. Spoke to the patient today.
4. DP, 22-year-old male with shoulder and neck pain because of an MVA incident. X-ray and CT once again negative. Sent home with Toradol and tizanidine. Diagnosed with muscle spasm. No fractures.
5. DR, 6-year-old with wheezing, shortness of breath, cough, and history of asthma. Treated with Decadron. Swab test and chest x-ray negative. Diagnosed with exacerbation of asthma. Sent home with prednisone, Zyrtec, and albuterol. Mother was happy with the care.
6. DH, 5-year-old with cough and headache. Negative swab test. Positive wheezing. Treated with albuterol, Zyrtec, and prednisone. Mother states she kept the child home from school, but doing better, was happy; “I liked the lady doctor”.
7. DM, 8-year-old with cough and vomiting. Swab test negative. Abdominal exam negative. Diagnosed with URI, cough, nausea, vomiting. Treated with Bromfed and Zofran. Lab was declined by father and was happy with the care received when I talked to him today.
8. DT, 19-year-old with COVID exposure, now with ear pain, treated with Bromfed. All swab tests were negative. Diagnosed with URI. She was happy with the care received.
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9. KT, 21-year-old with sore throat, positive strep. Treated with Amoxil, doing better today. Happy with the care by the ER physician.
10. KM, 27-year-old with right flank pain. The patient left without being seen. When I called the patient, she answered the phone, but she did not want to talk, so she hung up.
11. DJ, 11-year-old with rash, diagnosed with contact dermatitis, treated with prednisone, triamcinolone, and Decadron. Mother was elated with the care.
12. RB, 4-year-old with Down syndrome, diagnosed with URI, treated with Amoxil and Bromfed, doing well. Mother was happy with the care.
13. SA, 39-year-old with hip and leg pain. The patient has a history of chronic renal failure. MRI recently had been done to rule out avascular necrosis and was negative. X-rays were negative today. the patient has an appointment with an orthopedist to get CT scan this week. Treated with Vicodin, was happy with the care, but she is still in pain, but has a plan to see her physician, was happy with the care.
14. AP, 12-year-old with fever, sore throat, shoulder pain, back pain, and vomiting. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with viral pharyngitis. Treated with Bromfed DM. Doing better today. Mother was happy with the care.
15. KP, 13-month-old with cough and runny nose. Swab test negative. Sent home with albuterol and Zyrtec. Left message for mother to call me back.
16. KJ, 30-year-old with swelling in the neck, muscle weakness, overheating, nausea, shaking headache, loss of memory, and weight loss of 30 pounds. Thyroid ultrasound shows thyroiditis. TSH low. Free T3 and free T4 high. CBC and CMP negative. CT of the head negative. Diagnosed with hyperthyroidism/thyroiditis and sent to the primary care physician. It was nice of Dr. Maedo to do the whole workup here in the emergency room and the patient really appreciated it.

17. ZD, 5-year-old with abdominal pain and vomiting, diagnosed with gastroenteritis. Swab test negative. Sent home with Zofran.
18. JC. 39-year-old with sore throat, headache, chest discomfort and cough. Swab test negative. HCG negative. Chest x-ray negative. Sent home with Bromfed. Still sick today, but feeling better, not worse, but definitely was happy with the care.

19. JM, 26-year-old with rib pain, chest wall contusion, MVA. CT of the neck and rib series were negative. Treated with Toradol. Doing better today, but still in pain, going to see his PCP.
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
