Omar Abuzahria was seen for evaluation of thyroid nodule.

He had an ultrasound of his thyroid gland, which showed a right thyroid lobe nodule.

He is extremely anxious and he is concerned about thyroid cancer.

He has seen other endocrinologist in Monroe, Michigan and apparently a thyroid biopsy was performed.

Past history is unremarkable.

Family History: His grandmother had thyroid problems.

Social History: He works in IT and does not smoke or drink alcohol.

General review is significant for weight fluctuation and occasional headaches with no other major symptoms for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 110/60, weight 176 pounds and BMI is 24.5. Pulse is 68 per minute. The thyroid gland was not palpable and there was no abnormal lymph nodes or mass is palpable in the neck. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

IMPRESSION: Uninodular goiter with paranormal thyroid function and anxiety.

The results of the fine-needle aspiration biopsy in Monroe needs to be reviewed and I have asked him to try and retrieve this from his physician’s office.

When I see this report, I will discuss with him further followup.
