Homayon Zamani was seen for evaluation of Graves’ disease.

Previously, he had been diagnosed with Graves’ disease and had treated with methimazole from 2012 until 2019. He did admit to taking the medication intermittently and finally stopped taking medication in 2019.

At this point, he has no major complaints.

Past History: Significant for orbital decompression for Graves’ related eye disease in 2017 and loss of an eye after an assault in 2011.

Family history is positive for Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

Social History: He worked in the tapestry business and is retired. He does not smoke and only drinks alcohol socially.

Current mediation is Zoloft occasionally and clonazepam.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated, apart from the history of Graves’ disease and thyroid eye disease. He had his left eye damaged irreparably in 2011 after an assault.

On examination, blood pressure 122/58, weight 153 pounds and BMI is 27. Pulse is 70 per minute. Examination of his eyes reveals a left eye prosthesis and right eye moment is normal. There was no neck lymphadenopathy and the thyroid gland was not palpable. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent thyroid function test showed a TSH of 1.06, in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Graves’ disease with previous hypothyroidism and thyroid related eye disease.

At this point, observation is employed and the followup visit in six months’ time advised.
