CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Followup of rectal bleed.

2. Followup of increased liver function tests.

3. Swelling about the right groin.

4. Irritation after he shaved in the pubic area and folliculitis symptoms.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 33-year-old gentleman with complaints of lymphadenopathy in the right groin area, has had no discharge from his penis. He has had no lesions in his testicular area except for the folliculitis above the mons pubis where he has been shaving and has developed some low-grade folliculitis associated with lymphadenopathy. As far as the rectal bleeding is concerned, he did have that worked up last year. It showed anal fissure, internal hemorrhoids, benign neoplasm of rectum and mild diverticulosis of colon.

He does a lot of sitting, so he gets a lot of hemorrhoidal symptoms and he needs a refill on his Anusol-HC.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma as a child.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None except for the debridement associated with burns years ago.

MEDICATIONS: Only testosterone replacement per the Testosterone Clinic. He goes to a Testosterone Clinic where they do his blood work on regular basis and they give him testosterone injections. He also gets CBC checked to make sure he has no evidence of polycythemia given his testosterone injection.

ALLERGIES: He is allergic to CEFEPIME because he was in the hospital with a burn injury years ago and he had a reaction to it.

COVID IMMUNIZATION: No COVID immunization in the past.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke. Does not use alcohol. He is married for nine years now and has no children. Drinks very little. He is a welder.

FAMILY HISTORY: Diabetes, hypertension, colon cancer; hence, the reason for recent colonoscopy.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 199 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 88. Height __________
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft. There is solitary lymph node about the right groin. Ultrasound revealed that to be 1.8 cm. No evidence of matting and no other lymphadenopathy noted on the other side.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Abdominal ultrasound, which was done because of increased liver function tests a year ago, shows normal liver, normal kidney and normal spleen. No significant change.

2. Apparently, he has had blood work done since November 2021 from the Testosterone Clinic and he tells me everything is okay. He is going to obtain a copy that for me. Otherwise, it is important for us to do a CMP to check his liver function tests.

3. Rectal bleed. More Anusol-HC given.

4. Folliculitis. Treat with Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. and Rocephin 1 g now. Has had Rocephin injections in the past despite reaction to cefepime in the past.

5. Reevaluate condition in the next month or so.

6. He is going to call me if the lymphadenopathy does not show improvement on Monday.
