HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 26-year-old gentleman who sustained a four to five foot fall against some boxes, presents with laceration around the posterior forearm on the right side requiring a closure as well as ecchymosis and abrasions around the right side of his abdomen. The patient cannot recall the name of the company that he works for.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.

ALLERGIES: None.

MEDICATIONS: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  He smokes half a pack a day. 

He has no neck pain, no headache and no loss of consciousness.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: A 26-year-old. He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 259 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 85. Blood pressure 140/88.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

LUNGS: Clear.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: No tenderness. Ecchymosis appears superficial over his right side. Ultrasound of the right flank reveals a fatty liver. No evidence of fluid collection. No hematoma.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Laceration, right forearm. The laceration was cleansed and closed with 4-0 Prolene. No foreign body noted. Tetanus given. Treat with Keflex at home for the next seven days.

2. Flank/abdominal abrasion. No sign of hematoma. No sign of fluid collection per ultrasound. Wounds cleansed.

3. No headache.

4. No midline tenderness about the cervical or thoracic region.

5. Excellent range of motion of lower extremities.

6. No evidence of low back pain.

7. The patient will see us in seven days for removal of the sutures.

8. If he develops any other symptoms i.e. nausea, vomiting, abdominal pain or any other associated symptoms, he will return or go to the emergency room right away.
