CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 77-year-old male seen in followup.

HPI: The patient is a 77-year-old male with history of aneurysm, right inguinal hernia, and seborrhea who returned to the office for followup. He was most recently evaluated on 08/16/22 at which time he presented for routine followup. He noted that he was doing well. He walks three to five miles per day. He swims in the aquatic park two to three times per week. He had precancerous lesions for which he saw dermatology. The patient otherwise had been clinically stable. He underwent labs and ultrasound for followup of his aneurysm since his last visit. Today, he reports doing well. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Seborrhea left ear, skin nodule right ear consistent with precancerous lesion, right inguinal hernia, and right common iliac aneurysm.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Fracture of patella in 1982.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable except for his maternal grandfather had skin cancer. His mother had melanoma.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a prior smoker. He quit more than 20 years ago. He notes occasional use of red wine.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Otherwise unremarkable.

Lab work dated 08/17/22 total cholesterol 162, HDL 48, LDL 99, glucose 94, sodium 141, potassium 4.0, chloride 107, bicarb 28, BUN 15, creatinine 1.05, and TSH 1.88. The aneurysm appears stable and unchanged at 31 mm. Mild aneurysm of the suprarenal aorta noted.

IMPRESSION: Stable aneurysm as noted above. History of right inguinal hernia. History of precancerous lesion.

PLAN: Followup in 12 months.
