Please note that the patient is in chronic atrial fibrillation.
Final Interpretation:

1. Bioprosthetic aortic valve is functioning adequately. Aortic valve area 1.4 cm².
Mean gradient across the aortic valve 17 mmHg.
Dimension less index is 0.51.
No thickening of the bioprosthetic aortic valve is noted.
2. Mild aortic regurgitation.
3. Normal left ventricular ejection fraction at 65%.
4. Chronic atrial fibrillation.
5. Moderate degree of mitral annular calcification.
6. Moderate degree of left atrial enlargement.
7. Mild right atrial enlargement.
8. Mild nonspecific thickening of the tip of the anterior mitral leaflet.
9. Mild to moderate mitral regurgitation. Two regurgitation jets are seen.
10. Mild to moderate tricuspid regurgitation.
11. Mild pulmonic regurgitation.
12. Pulmonary artery pressure 35/20 mmHg with mean 25 mmHg suggest mild degree of hypertension.
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
