Father states that the child was diagnosed with otitis media and pharyngitis, was given some medication for infection, and was advised to come here to complete series of antibiotic injections. Father states that child is not tolerating the p.o. medication well because of vomiting. He states that there is improvement; however, she is looking much better compared to day of initial illness.

MEDICATIONS: Zofran and Zithromax.
ALLERGIES: None.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco smoke exposure.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented, in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 sat is 96% at room air.
Blood pressure is 88/63.

Pulse is 116.
Respirations 18.
Temperature is 96.9.

HEENT: Throat, mildly erythematous tonsils and pharynx. No exudates. Uvula is midline and mobile. Ear, TM is mildly injected, dull to light reflex bilaterally. No discharge. No bleeding. ESC is without erythema or edema. No tragal tug.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort with no adventitious sounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Pharyngitis and doing better.
2. Otitis media (improved).

3. ER followup.
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PLAN: Today the child was received Rocephin 250 mg IM. She was observed for another 20 minutes out injection. She displayed no sign and symptoms of allergic reaction or other complication from the medication that is comfortable on discharge client. He was advised to continue medication she has at home to come back if worse.
