VITAL SIGNS:

HEENT: Normal. Ears, no erythema, no effusion. Normal light reflex. Throat, no edema. no erythema. Uvula is midline and mobile. No exudate.
Neck: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. 
ASSESSMENT:
1. Viral illness.
2. Reactivate airway disease.
PLAN: Mother was advised to continue nebulizer this was prescribed in the ER. She was offered injection of Rocephin, she refused. Strongly recommend to come back if worse and follow up with primary care provider.
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
