HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 5-month-old female presents to the clinic accompanied by mother. Mother states she feels like her ear infection is not going away because today she did have drainage come out of her right ear. The patient has not had any fever, not pulling at the ears, or any other complaints.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Denies.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Born with a hole in her heart without issues.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Denies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies exposure to secondhand smoke.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: See HPI.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert. She is very playful, well-nourished and well-groomed.
VITAL SIGNS: Respiratory rate 24. Temperature 97.9 in the ear. She weighs 18 pounds.

HEENT: Her bilateral ear canals two have excessive soft cerumen. No drainage noted to her ear canals. TM is completely intact. No erythema of the posterior pharynx.
NECK: Negative JVD. Normal range of motion.

LUNGS: Respirations are even, unlabored. Clear to auscultation bilaterally.

HEART: S1 and S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds x4.
EXTREMITIES: Normal range of motion.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented.
SKIN: Warm and dry. No rash. No lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Follow up visit status post right otitis media.
PLAN: The patient does not need any antibiotics as she does not have any infection. Mother will continue to just monitor the patient’s symptoms and treat them. If the patient does start to develop any temperature or fussiness, tugging of the ear, she is welcome to return to the clinic for another evaluation, but again the patient does not have any ear infection so she will not be treated for otitis media today. Mother does agree with the plan of care and she was given opportunity to ask questions, she has none at this time.
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
