CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of dizziness.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient felt dizzy few days ago after she got up the bed and the patient felt like the whole room was spinning and she lay down for a while and she got up again she got the same symptoms and the patient did not go to work; however, she went to emergency room and she had an extensive workup done and everything reported as unremarkable and the patient was diagnosed with vertigo.
